The gross agricultural income for
1965 iz down approximately five million dollars, due primarily to the disgsirous
lettuce s=ason of 1965

You will note the resurgence of gross income in the livestock area. You
may also note the frend in the field crops for an increased acrsage in the
feed gmains.

1955 was marked by an unusual increase In the cost of lobor, starting
with vegetable crops and spreading into all areas of agricultural production.
Along with the other increases in the ccst of production, and with the reduction
in gross income, it is obvious that the net income for 1965 was down also.

The nst income from various crops can be attained in o general way by
using the cost of production figures published by Imperial County Extension
Sarvice. These are available for those who would be interested in this com-
parison.

To those who helped make this report as accurate as possible, lo our
district agricultural inspectors and to John Tayler, under whose direction this
report is compiled, I offer my sincere themles.
