The cattle industry contributes to the growth of praectically every
field crop. This growth reflects the confidence of our livestock
men in the economic stability and future of Imperial Valley.

This gross velue report peflects the size and diversity of
our agricultural industry. Except for livestock, the values seem to

have reached a platesu with very little movement up or down, although
the cost of farming continues to rise at an estimated 7% per vear.
