I herewith submit the annual crop report as required by Section 2279
of the Food and Agricultural Code.

While the national economy seems to ba moving ahead rapidly. the
Imperial County agricultural economy seems to be in a holding pattern.
The gross agricultural income for the past three years has been almost
static. The 1983 gross income of $755,166,000 is slightly lower than
the 1982 gross income of $761,980,000. If the PIK payments of approxi-
mately $23,000,000 are added, the gross farm income is up slightly.

The contribution of 3/4 billion dollars to the local economy, however,
is 5111l tremendous,.

Although Imperial County farmers face many problems, such as new pests,
water, and marketing, this is still a great place to farm.
