I herewith submit the Annual Crop Report as required by Section 2279 of the Food and
Agricultural Code.

I would like to report that the total County Agricultural production values have surpassed the
one billion dollar mark for the first time. Gross annual agricultural income in 1990 was
S1,016,811,000 dollars, a 4 percent increase over the 1989 annual income. This increase was
posted primarily in the field crops sector (27%) and in the livestock revenue (10%). A decline in
revenue was experienced in the remainder of our agnoultural economy.

I wish to emphasize that this report represents gross returns to the producer and does not
indicate actual net profit. However, for every thousand dollars of total gross value produced,
S200 dollars of personal income is generated to agricultural related jobs. This accounts for 14.5%
of the total personal income generated in public and private sector jobs in the county,
