In accordance with the provisions of Section 2279 of the California Food and Agricultural Cade,
I am pleased to submit the Annual Crop Report for 1991, This report 1s a summary of acreage,
yields, and gross value of agricultural production in Imperial County. It does not reflect net farm
income or costs of production. This report is based on average production and average value
of the gross receipts.

The 1991 total agricultural production value was $952,72¢.000, This is a six percent decrease from
the 1990 value, The reduction in values were posted principally in the field cropand livestock
sectors. The vegetable and melon crop values, however, marked an increase of 15,
