In accordance with the provisions of Section 2279 of the California Food and Agricultural Code, I am pleased to
submit the 2007 Annual Agricultural Crop and Livestock Report for the centennial year for Imperial County Agri-
culture. This report is a summary of acreage, yield, and gross value of agricultural production in Imperial County. It
must be emphasized that the values presented in this report represent Gross receipt of producers and do not take
into account the various costs of production, marketing or transportation. No attempt is made to reflect netincome
of the producer. Also included is a report on the activities for sustainable agriculture as specified in section 2272 of
the aforementioned code.

The total gross agricultural production value in 2007 remained relatively stable at $1,369,147,000. Livestock contin-
ues to be the dominant commodity with a minor decrease in value of (1.81%) Increases in value were realized in
Field Crops 3.28%, Vegetable and Melon Crops 5.96% and Apiary Products 23.39%. Field Crop acreage decreased
slightly with the increased value coming from improved prices varied in both directions. Apiary products benefited
directly from increased pollination. Fruit & Nut crops (30.77%) and Seed & Nursery Crops (23.72%)
recorded dramatic reductions in value. The freeze in 2007 directly impacted Fruit & Nut
values by reducing acreage and yields. The Seed & Nursery Crop acreage
declined.

I wish to thank the many producers, agricultural business
representatives, and public agencies that have cooperated
in providing the information required for the compila-
tion of this report. I would also like to express
sincere thanks to the Agricultural Department
Staff, particularly project coordinator David
Ritter who compiled the report.
