In accordance with the requirements of Section 2279 of the California Food and Agricultural Code, I am
pleased to submit the 2011 Imperial County Agricultural Crop and Livestock Report. This report summarizes
the estimated acreage, vield, and gross value of Imperial County’s agricultural production for the year 2011.
Also included is a report on sustainable agriculture pursuant to Section 2272 of the California Food and
Agricultural Code.

Note that the values presented in the report represent the gross value for products and do not reflect the
costs of production, marketing, or transportation. No attempt is made to reflect the net income, profit, or
loss to producers.

The 2011 gross production was valued at $1,964,087,000. This is an increase of $365,553,000 (22.9%) compared
to the 2010 gross value of $1,598,534,000, and $511,117,393 (35.2%) more than the 2009 gross value of
$1,452,970,000. Field Crops showed an overall increase of almost 44% in value compared to 2010, with the
largest gains in bermudagrass hay, kleingrass hay, and wheat. The overall gain in Seed Crops was over 30%
with the largest gains in the miscellaneous seed & nursery category and in certified alfalfa seed. The biggest
losses were to market onions and onion seed due to a large drop in market price. Cattle showed a gain of
21.5% over 2010, mostly due to an increase in price, and again ranked as our number one commodity. Most
of the gains and losses are tied to changes in market prices, although total harvested acreage increased in
the Field Crop and Fruits & Nuts categories, and decreased in the Vegetables & Melons and Seed Crop
categories.

I would like to express my sincere thanks to all of the growers, processors, industry groups, and agencies
who provided the information and statistics for this report. In addition, I would like to express my appreciation
to all the members of my staff for their hard work and dedication, and particularly to David Ritter, Special
Projects, for his work in compiling this annual report.
